Bob Gibson Tjungarrayi was born at Papaya in 1974, before moving with his family to Tjukurla during the Papunya Tula movement
of the 1980s. Many Ngaanyatjarra people moved at this time to be closer to their ancestral homelands. Gibson’s mother, Mary Gibson
(also a leading Tjarlirli artist), is from the country of Kulkurta. His father’s country was near Patjarr.

Gibson has been painting with the Tjarlirli Art Centre since 2007 and it was there that he found a unique rhythm and approach to
painting; bold colours and an inimitable freedom, expressing ancient stories with contemporary flair.
