She moved between Haasts Bluff and Papunya with her family
before later settling in Kintore. In 1999 Napurrula contributed to the Kintore womens’ painting as part of the Western Desert Dialysis
Appeal.

Napurrula first exhibited her paintings in 1996. Her work is included in the collections of the National Gallery of Australia, the
Art Gallery of New South Wales, the Museum and Art Galleries of the Northern Territory, Artbank and the Griffich University Art
Collection and has exhibited extensivley throughout Australia and in Germany and Singapore.
